Eligibility:  Scholarships are open to current community 
college students planning to enter the University of Wash-
ington in Autumn Quarter 2010, and to community college 
transfer students who have entered the University of Wash-
ington in Winter or Spring Quarter, 2010.

Applicants must be residents of Washington state and U.S. 
citizens planning to major in science, technology, engineer-
ing or mathematics at the University of Washington.
